· Veterans Memorial fundraiser – November 16th – George Holtzman said the family event will begin with the annual Veterans Day Parade and is intended to raise money to build the Veterans Memorial Walk at Bryant Commons.  Food Vendors will be set up to serve between 11 AM and 5 PM.  P.J. Schneider agreed to head up the food and vendor subcommittee.  Barbara VanDuser introduced Karen Bell retired army sergeant first class with 7 years of event volunteer experience.   Barbara said Liberty Chrysler has agreed to donate oil change coupons; she is still waiting to hear back from the motels.  P.J. is still waiting for a quote from VIP to print raffle tickets.  Chaffee has a quote from John McIntosh to print the 6,000 tickets for $400.  PJ motioned approval up to $400 for the purchase of the raffle tickets; Chaffee seconded; all approved.  The goal is to start selling the tickets on September 1st, price to be $2 for one ticket and $5 for 3 tickets.  PJ has the Environmental Health Forms. David will check to be sure the City will provide the alcohol sales permit and if the City will cover the event under their insurance. Chaffee mentioned getting the 3rd Infantry Division Jazz Band and Peter Hoffman recommended asking Armstrong Atlantic State University’s Savannah Winds orchestra to provide entertainment.
